The League of Nations was established on 10 January, 1920 and dissolved on
20, April, 1946.

Russia and Germany were not invited to become members of the League of Nations.
U.S.A. could not become a member as the US Congress (Parliament) refused to
sanction the proposal of the President Woodrow Wilson.

Woodrow Wilson, President of U.S.A., was very active in the formation of the
League of Nations. He suggested 14 points to be used for peace negotiations in order
to end World War-1. The League of Nations was the result of the 14" point.

In 1934, the League of Nations had 58 members only.
